Why focus on women and girls?  

Educated women and girls are less vulnerable to 

traffickers, more likely to leave a domestic 

violence situation and not return, able to access 

health care, less likely to live in poverty, and 

able to raise stronger and healthier families.  

Soroptimist History 

The first Soroptimist club was founded in 1921 

by a group of 80 women in Oakland, CA. Since 

then, membership has grown to nearly 160,000 

women in more than 21 countries and 

territories in our Federation – Soroptimist 

International of the Americas (SIA). There are 

clubs in more than 120 countries throughout 

the world.  

Soroptimist International of Woodland (SIW), 

chartered in 1946, is the oldest Soroptimist club 

in Yolo County. Our club fosters friendships and 

networking with women who come together to 

make a difference for women and girls 

worldwide.
